Personal appearance is an indication of personal pride and respect for others. It's not only what you wear but how you wear it. Uniforms
should be neat, clean, in proper condition (no tears, rips, etc.), of the proper size and worn as intended by the school code.

Hair must be neat and (for boys) of acceptable length (not touching shirt collar). Hair must be kept in its natural color — no dyes,
highlights or temporary hair colors allowed. Girls’ hair ornaments are to be of school plaid, plain black or plain dark green.

Jewelry may consist of a watch, one pair of small stud earrings (girls only) no dangling earrings, and a religious medal/cross/crucifix on
light chains. No smart watches, rings, or bracelets. Makeup and colored nail polish are not permitted.
